All dogs present must be held on leash or confined to their crate at all times except when in the ring or when in the designated agility warm-up area. The site will be monitored and offenders will be asked to leave. In such cases, no refunds will be made.  Dogs must use the designated exercise area.
TRIAL COMMITTEE will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, nor assume any liability in the event of an accident or misfortune to either dogs or exhibitors participating in this show.
BITCHES IN SEASON shall not be eligible to participate.  There will be a refund of entries for bitches that come in season after entries close.   The refund request, accompanied by a veterinarian’s note, must be received by the trial secretary with five days of the event.  Refunds are subject to all non-refundable fees incurred by the club, including but not limited to, secretarial fees and AKC fees.

DOGS PARTICIPATING must be 15 months of age or older and must be registered with the American Kennel Club, have an AKC Limited Registration, ILP, PAL, or be FSS breeds eligible to compete.  Dogs must be physically sound.  Dogs that are blind or deaf shall not be eligible.  No dog shall compete if it is taped or bandaged in any way or has anything attached to it for medical purposes.
